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Policy and operational direction of the Trade Competition Commission in 2022
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The Trade Competition Commission has formulated key
policy for regulating trade competition in 2022 to best address
the existing market environment. This focuses on supervision of
business competition in the modern economic context, including
business mergers, technology, and e-Commerce, and support for
businesses to ensure SMEs have higher competitiveness and

promotion of free and fair trade competition environment.
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Supervising trade competition on all e-commerce platforms, which are rapidly

expanding, to ensure free and fair competition.
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Trade competition laws can both support and prevent sustainable development.
Competition law supervisory and regulatory agencies, therefore, have to
take thorough consideration, and have true understanding of the free trade
competition principles and sustainable development dimensions to prevent the
possibility that extreme promotion of sustainable development might violate free
trade competition laws or prevent sustainable development. This will enable
achievement of Sustainability Development Goal 2: Zero Hunger - End hunger,
achieve food security and improved nutrition and promote sustainable agriculture;
Goal 10: Reduce inequality within and among countries; Goal 16: Promote
peaceful and inclusive societies for sustainable development, provide access to
justice for all and build effective, accountable and inclusive institutions at all
levels; and Goal 17: Strengthen the means of implementation and revitalize the

global partnership for sustainable development.
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Creating opportunities supporting free and fair trade competition for small

and medium sized enterprises (SMEs), and promoting continuous development

of innovation as well as improving effective enforcement of laws

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In 2022, Thailand started to see the signs of improvement
from the impact of COVID-19 pandemic. This was evident in
economic recovery, which resulted from the government’s
measures to contain and control the outbreak through the
distribution of vaccines, as well as economic stimulus initiatives
including significant injection of money into the system. Thai
economic recovery was clearer and it was predicted that the
Thai economy would grow faster in 2023.

Both large and small businesses, especially MSMEs,
experienced difficulties and limitation caused by the COVID-19
pandemic. Many failed and were unable to continue business
operations. Others had to deal with changes never before
experienced, which are caused by shrinking market size, lower
consumer buying power at home and abroad. New market
structure was formed because businesses are more concentrated
due to less players in the markets and changing consumer
lifestyle driven by government measures. More importantly,
new businesses operating on digital platform have emerged.
The use of such digital technology has significant impact on the
competitiveness of traditional businesses.

Given such changes, the Trade Competition Commission
had to understand the rapidly changing world of business to

perform its duty. The Commission has to use existing laws and

|
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government measures as a tool to regulate the recovery of the
economic system, maintain trade competitiveness which will
lead to fair economic recovery in all sectors. Meanwhile, the
commission takes part in overseeing consumers’ benefit and
prevent them from being taken advantage of under new business
context in the post-crisis period. Such actions are aimed at
promoting a business opportunity for local business operators
under effective supervision that encourages enhancing business
environment, and creating fair competition among business
operators.

An important future task of the Commission, other than
setting guidelines for fair competition is to promote and
raise awareness about effective supervision of the nation’s trade
competition system. This will create a strong foundation and allow
businesses and the general public to understand the significance
of trade competition in alleviate inequality. At the same time, this
will allow the TCCT’s employees to upgrade knowledge and
expertise in enforcing competition law. TCCT’s employees must
have clear understanding of their roles and responsibility in
formulating national trade competition policy and providing
opinions related to implementation of laws and regulations
by different government agencies, which may hinder trade

competition and have conversely impact competitive

environment of Thailand on Thailand’s trade competitiveness.
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The global trade competition has been extremely intense
during the economic and business stagnation in the past 4 years.
The Trade Competition Commission has played a crucial role and
significant responsibility in ensuring fair trade competition and
protection of both business operators and consumers, whether
through direct or indirect means.

The world has suffered interrupted trade competition and
market failure due to the pandemic, trade war and the second cold
war which caused one of the worst global economic crisis.
As a result, what Joseph Schumpeter forecasted back in 1952,
or 70 years ago, that creative destruction or disruption would
occur has become true. Klaus Schwab, a German engineer who
found the Lausanne-based World Economic Forum which is
held every year in Davos, called such incident the “fourth
industrial revolution”. This interrupted the “market” as defined by
economics theory and trade competition laws, causing severe
lack of competitive factors, and market failure. This was followed
by a series of business collapses and global market downturn
never before experienced. The theory and principles that have
been taught and studied for 130 years have become obsolete.
The Sherman Act in the United States, which was drafted to
prevent and suppress monopoly, must be revisited and revised.
Mr. Jean Tirole, the French Nobel laureate on competition
economics said in his Nobel Prize speech nine years ago that
although the competition was perfect, but if the market failed,
businesses would not survive. Apart from the impact from
the pandemic, the latest technology of the 21% Century and
business disruption have added more challenges and become
the new creative destruction that the TCCT has to understand
and master.
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TCCT, therefore has to be able to keep up with the latest
movement in the globalisation trend, policy developments,
legal principles, economic principles, and new theories on
competition. It has to apply international legal policies and
principles to Thai laws to create supporting ecosystem to
ensure balanced, fair and continuous business competition.
At the same time, domestic law enforcement must be equal
(as provided by law), effective and efficient for local business
operators. TCCT cannot avoid such rapid changes and quick
adjustment of domestic market to external forces. Sometime,
Thailand has to adopt legal principles in other countries in order
to keep up with such rapid changes in market structure.

The essence of trade competition in Thailand or elsewhere,
however, remains the same: 1. strengthening the balance,
proportionality, and fairness of the domestic market;
2. supervising the market to be open with balanced competition
among the private sector, start-ups, and micro, small, medium,
and large enterprises in the market; 3. creating an ecosystem
to promote pricing and employment efficiency in the country,
supported by the possibility of the perfectly competitive market;
4. effective laws and universality; 5. building competitive
advantage; and 6. last but not least, sustainability of trade
competition. These factors remain the key challenges for TCCT
which has key responsibility of supervising trade competition.

I would like to extend my best wishes to Office of Trade
Competition Commission and its staff for success in developing,
regulating and enforcing laws, and overcoming all challenges.
TCCT will become the respected organization and the last resort
for all business owners, both big and small, who seek justice and
equality in healthy competition.
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Nowadays, businesses have changed dramatically both in
terms of business practice and operations due to advanced
technology. It is therefore important for regulators and business
promotional agencies to adjust themselves to keep up with
the changes.

Office of Trade Competition Commission, a newly
established organisation which has been in operation for
approximately four years, is a key agency responsible for
regulating trade competition to ensure fairness under the scope
of free trade. The agency must adapt to the ever-changing
business landscape. Office of Trade Competition Commission
has to continuously develop its organization and people to
embrace and create new body of knowledge so as to ensure
efficient supervision and ability to keep up with the ever-changing
business environment. This will enable businesses of all sizes
to live together in harmony and create mutual benefits to the
national economy.

Hence, it is imperative that the Office of Trade Competition
Commission together with everyone from all sectors shall be
always active to learn, gain more experiences, look ahead,
and develop themselves continuously. This will enhance the
effectiveness and efficiency of country’s trade competition

in the long run.
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Competition Outlook and Policy Responses Introduction

In 2022, Thai economy became digitalised with an increasing
number of merger and acquisitions, especially those in
technology business. In terms of trade competition offenses,
digital platform business was under close supervision due
to clearly increasing trend of wrongdoing cases in the past year.
The Commission has, therefore, adjusted its supervision role to
promote green innovation, which becomes a new challenge.

Offenses and complaints related to businesses in the digital
market (Digital Antitrust) increased in 2022. More complaints have
been observed in the platform business. The Commission has
partially taken actions in regulating and supervising this
business. The competition law remains effectively applicable
under this market environment.

Merger control remained a significant issue. Many businesses
were unable to continue operations because of the COVID-19
crisis, which led to the economic slowdown beginning in 2020-
2021. Many businesses were unable to continue their operations.
Meanwhile, large-scale business operators with strong potential
were focusing on merger control in response to market shifts.

Therefore, the evaluation process of merger control became
more challenging due to more time constraints and the growing
number of permission requests and notices. In 2022, most of the
merger control cases were tech merger, which has been
increasing since 2021. Consequently, developments in the
technology industry were regulated as well as studies were

conducted to clearly analyse and contemplate the merger

authorisation. To strengthen Thailand’s potential in accordance
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with environmental obligations and climate change, preparations
were made to regulate competitions that promote Green Innovation.

Overseas, new guidelines for regulating competition are
considered in order to promote Green Innovation, which will
influence the ability to better achieve environmental objectives.
Thailand has adopted BCG strategy in national development
and market-led Green Innovation development. To support
this move, necessary requirements and competition supervision
have been introduced.

In addition, provisions have been made to develop Big Data
and tools for studying and analysing products and services data
of all businesses as well as trade behaviour in the complicated
and rapidly changing environment in digital economy. Most
businesses in digital economy are foreign companies operating
in Thailand. Big Data was established for accurate, fast and
complete data collection and analysis. This enables the commission
to effectively supervise and monitor trade actions that are likely to
lead to monopoly, collusion or abuse of market power to create
unfair competition. Business Intelligence Unit was established to
use information from Big Data to study and recommend trade
competition policy, and supervise and ensure free and fair trade
competition. At the same time, this will enable the Commission
to formulate operation plan and action plan, analyse trade
behaviour of businesses, and set direction for efficient and
effective supervision to ensure appropriate trade competition
that enhances national economic strength and sustainable

development.
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In 2022, amidst the ongoing recovery of the economy from
the COVID-19 outbreak, it is imperative for the business and
service sectors to swiftly adapt to the evolving “New Normal.”
This entails a necessary shift towards embracing a more
digitised environment, as we navigate the changing dynamics
of our daily lives. Office of Trade Competition Commission has
been carrying out its crucial mandates in line with the Trade
Competition Commission Council’s supervisory policy to optimise
business operations and establish a framework for promoting free
and fair trade competition. It is imperative to implement the
following six key strategies: 1. Supervise market structure and
trade competition practices; 2. Enhance operational efficiency and
elevate the enforcement of our nation’s trade competition laws
to meet international standards; 3. Actively promote and
establish a robust network of regulatory agencies responsible for
overseeing trade competition, ensuring adherence to established
standards; 4. Disseminate information and encourage business
owners and associated parties to be aware of, comprehend, and
abide by trade competition regulations; 5. Strengthen a flexible
and effective management structure; 6. Develop personnel to have
knowledge and ability to perform their duties with ethics.

The Trade Competition Commission has accelerated
significant actions, including 1) Enforcement of competition laws
with particular attention paid various complaints pertaining to
unfair trade practices. Unfair dominance use or collaborative
pricing or quantity setting; 2) Taking corporate mergers into
account. In 2022, the insurance industry had the highest business
merger value, followed by the automotive component industry and
transport of goods, respectively, which reflects competition and
adjustment of the economy after the COVID-19 outbreak and the
digital economy; 3) Increasing efficiency and elevating the standard
of competition law enforcement, under which a study has been

carried out on the principles of business operations that control
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the market, business integration criteria, study of measures and
guidelines for regulating competition in digital economy issues,
education, policies and laws on waste and packaging waste
management towards a circular economy, improving the Trade
Competition Act B.E. 2560 (2017) 4) Establishing a network
encompassing various regulatory agencies responsible for
overseeing trade competition and a collaborative partnership
for overseeing trade competition between the Energy Regulatory
Commission Office and the Central Intellectual Property and
International Trade Court. 5) Enhancing the professional
capabilities of personnel in trade competition and investigative
processes in the realm of digital technology. 6) Disseminating
knowledge and the results of the TCCT’s decision in deciding
trade competition cases and consideration of business mergers
issued to the public media in the form of pamphlets and on online
platforms to create knowledge, understanding and culture of
trade competition; 7) Executing the process of selecting trade
competition committee members and Secretary-General of the
Trade Competition Commission.

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The Trade Competition Act B.E. 2560 (2017) requires that there
shall be a commission called the “Trade Competition Commission”
consisting of Chairperson, one Vice Chairperson and five other
members appointed by the Prime Minister from persons
successfully selected with the approval of the Council of Ministers.
The Secretary-General shall be the secretary of the Commission.

The act also mandates the appointment of an individual to
serve as a Trade Competition Commissioners. The person shall
possess or have performed works that demonstrate his or her
knowledge, expertise or at least 10 years of experience in the
areas of law, economics, finance, accountancy, industry, business
administration, consumer protection or any other area beneficial
to the supervision of trade competition, provided that the periods
of previous work and experience can be combined.

In the committee member nomination and selection process,
the Selection Committee, comprising 9 members, is responsible
for nominating appropriate persons. The Selection Committee
consists of Permanent Secretary of the Ministry of Finance;
Permanent Secretary of the Ministry of Agriculture and
Co-operatives, Permanent Secretary of the Ministry of Commerce;
Permanent Secretary of the Ministry of Justice; Permanent Secretary
of the Ministry of Industry, Secretary-General of the National
Economic and Social Development Board, Secretary-General
of the Consumer Protection Board, Chairperson of the Board of
Trade of Thailand, and the Chairperson of the Federation of Thai
Industries.

Term of appointed Commissioners is 4 years. The members
can hold office for 2 terms. The persons who vacate the position of
Chairperson / Vice Chairperson or committee member are prohibited
from holding any position in a limited company, public limited
company, or other business that is a counter party of the committee
unless the person has vacated the office for no less than 2 years.

According to Section 17 of the Trade Competition Act B.E.
2560 (2017), the Commission has the authority to supervise
business operations and determine guidelines to promote free
and fair-trade competition. Its authority consists of the following:

1. Structural business supervision: This includes merger
control under Section 51 of the Trade Competition Act B.E. 2560
(2017) with the primary objective of promoting a freely competitive
business structure, reducing possible impacts, and preventing
monopoly by those with market power, which may harm other
business operators, the economy, and consumers. The supervision
of merger covers two areas as follows:

o Mergers that have the potential to significantly reduce
competition: shall notify the Commission of the merger result
within seven days after the merger, per Section 51, Paragraph 1.

o Mergers that have the potential to create monopoly
or dominant position shall be approved by the Commission
before merging the businesses under Section 51, Paragraph 2.

2. Behavioural business supervision: The behavioural
supervision of business operators is aimed to prevent monopoly
and unfair including the prohibition of abuse of dominant conduct
position, e.g. unfair dominance of the market (Section 50);
prohibition of mutual agreement (Section 54 - 55); prohibition
of unfair trade practices (Section 57); prohibition of juristic acts
or contracts with business operators in abroad without reasonable
grounds (Section 58)

In addition, TCCT aims to equally supervise business
operations across all industries, enhance law enforcement through
improvements and drafting of related guidelines with reference
to the law and guidelines from trusted international competition
regulators, such as the European Commission (EU Commission),
the Australian Competition and Consumer Commission (ACCC),
the Korea Fair Trade Commission (KFTC), and the Japan Fair Trade
Commission (JFTC).

During fiscal year 2022, the Trade Competition Commission has
taken proactive steps to investigate mergers that may violate the
rule by failing to report the results of business mergers to the TCCT
within the required time frame (within seven days of the date of
the business merger). Following a monitoring, four cases of
business mergers in the residential real estate market may have
violated Section 51 of the Trade Competition Act B.E. 2560 (2017)
Those whose actions constitute an offense under Section 80
of the Trade Competition Act B.E. 2560 (2017) must pay an
administrative fine of up to 200,000 Baht and an additional fine
of up to 10,000 Baht per day for the duration of the violation.
Therefore, the Trade Competition Commission issued a letter
requesting clarification from the business operators. The business
operators are obligated to disclose the results of the business
mergers to the TCCT once notified. In this regard, the TCCT has
already examined and decided upon the aforementioned case.

It is currently undergoing legal procedures.

The Trade Competition Commission has established the
key trade competition supervision policy in 2022 that directly
addressed the existing market circumstances. This focuses on
regulating business competition in the modern economic context,
particularly business mergers in technology and electronic
commerce businesses, promoting business opportunities and
competitiveness of SMEs, and enhancing free and fair trade

competition environment.
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Trade Competition Commission

1. Supervision of digital market

The Trade Competition Commission faces a challenge
in regulating the digital market due to the unique characteristics
of business platform and its exponential growth. Moreover,
the platform business is governed by laws and involves several
agencies. It is essential that these government agencies must
integrate, work together and find a balance between strict control
and growth of digital market.

Promoting sustainable development is an important goal for
every country and requires cooperation to promote sustainable
conduct and competition. The Trade Competition Commission is
therefore responsible for enforcing competition law and promoting
sustainability simultaneously to achieve the SDGs. The relevant
goals include SDG2 : ending hunger, achieving food security
and improving nutrition and promoting sustainable agriculture;
SDG10 : Reduce inequality within and between countries; SDG16 :
Promoting peaceful and inclusive societies for sustainable
development, providing access to justice for all and build u ugg
institutions that are effective, accountable, and inclusive at all
levels; and SDG17 : Strengthening the operational mechanism

and revitalise global partnerships for sustainable development.

3. Promoting and creating opportunities
for SMEs

The Trade Competition Commission must improve regulations
and guidelines to be more flexible to best address the changing
environment and business models. This will promote and create
opportunities for SMEs to become more competitive and prevent
it from acting as an impediment to competition. The challenge
of promoting and creating opportunities for SMEs may include,
for example, the changing market structure, particularly the
emergence of digital market the traditional business might
be unable to adapt to the changes, lessening their market share,

Background of Office of Trade
Competition Commission

Establishment, Category, Formation of the
Organisation

The Trade Competition Act B.E. 2560 (2017) came into force on
Thursday, 5 October, B.E. 2560 (2017), and established the Office
of Trade Competition Commission as a government agency,
which is not part of the civil service, nor a state-owned enterprise,
but shall have the status of a legal person. The operation of the
Office shall not be subject to labor protection law, labour relations
law, social welfare law, or workmen’s compensation law. However,
officials and employees of the Office shall receive benefits no less
than those prescribed in the labour protection law, social welfare
law, and compensation money law. The Office shall have
a Secretary-General who is responsible for the operation of the
Office, and he or she shall report directly to the Chairperson, and
shall be a supervisor of all officials and employees of the
Office. The Secretary-General shall be the representative of the

Office in external matters related to the Office’s operation.

The Trade Competition Commission organises continuous
training programs for officials every year, aiming at developing
potential and skills as well as special expertise in investigations
to enhance officials’ knowledge and understanding of their
authority and duties as well as the role of investigators. This will
enable them to effectively and efficiently perform their duties in
investigation in accordance with Trade Competition Act B.E. 2017
and the principles of morality, ethics, human rights, compliance
with pertinent laws and internationally accepted standards.
In the fiscal year 2022, three trainings were organized, namely
1. “Training courses for investigators”, 2. “Training courses
electronic investigator”, and 3. “Training for a case file preparation”.
All the three projects cover domestic knowledge from qualified
lecturers, such as the use and interpretation of competition laws,
fact finding and gathering evidence in commercial competition
cases, appealing and overriding administrative orders, lessons
learned from making case reports, collection and investigation of
electronic evidence in practice, practicing a case preparation,
investigations, etc., and knowledge from abroad in cooperation
with the Australian Competition and Consumer Commission
(ACCC) and the Japan Fair Trade Commission (JFTC), which
provides support for lecturers on various topics such as the
digital market, remediation and punishment-reduction measures,

To improve trade competition law enforcement standard and
efficiency, the Trade Competition Commission has assessed
investigative operations from the complaint reception to the
investigation process. The assessment and review have ensured
compliance with laws, regulations, announcement and practice
guideline. In addition, the commission has provided for a system
to directly listen to investigators on the issues and
problems in performing their duty. An assessment report and
recommendations were prepared and presented to the executives
and the commission for improvement. The assessment results
were also used in preparation of investigator development
programs and improvement of regulations and guidelines.
Tools and IT system have also been in place to support effective
investigation.

The scores surpassed those of the previous year and
exceeded the average scores of departments at the department
level or equivalent within the same ministry. Furthermore, they
outperform the average scores of departments primarily engaged
in policy creation, supervision, coordination, and related activities.

This collaboration
will be instrumental in conducting negotiations within the Free
Trade Area and Economic Cooperation Agreement, which can then
be utilised in both multilateral and bilateral negotiations, adhering
to international standards.

2. People still lack knowledge about
trade competition laws

There exists a significant gap in the general public’s
knowledge and understanding on trade competition laws, as well
as the duties and responsibilities entrusted to the trade
competition supervision organisation. Consequently, they may be
subjected to unfair trade practices and fail to engage in the
monitoring of business conduct. In addition to furnishing
information to the Trade Competition Commission to contribute
towards the establishment of a trade environment that promotes
free and equitable competition, the Trade Competition Commission
is required to have effective tools and mechanisms to facilitate the
dissemination of information to the public. This ensures that
stakeholders are equipped with accurate knowledge and
a comprehensive understanding of competition laws and
the mission of the organisation.
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3. The manpower is insufficient to operation

Due to the fact that Office of Trade Competition Commission
has outlined a workforce of 223 positions, but only has 122
employees at present, the current workforce is insufficient
to comply with the Trade Competition Act B.E. 2560 (2017)
workload, which is a mission of urgent importance that
must be carried out in accordance with the principal policies
of the government’s master plan and national strategy. Therefore,
the Trade Competition Commission has formulated a workforce
plan that specifies the staffing framework within the scope of the
Trade Competition Commission’s powers and responsibilities,
which can contemplate taking action as necessary and
appropriate. Additionally, it expedited the recruitment of

personnel to meet the specified manpower plan.
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4. Digital Market

The digital market has a unique business platform and has
expanded exponentially and involves numerous laws in addition
to involving many agencies, it is important that many government
agencies integrate and collaborate and must strike a balance
between strict regulation and promotion of growth in trade
competition. Therefore, Office of Trade Competition Commission
must develop operations to reduce the limitations of the
solutions in the old law regarding the digital market that
may be too late. It also requires a great deal of time and cost to
oversee platform businesses that tend to be highly concentrated.
Develop Big Data and tools to study and analyze market data
for goods and services of every business to support trade
behaviour in the digital economy that is complex and rapidly
